Kinesis Project dance theatre was founded in 2001 by Melissa Riker (A/D) as a choreographic vehicle for
the constantly changing art of Dance and how it communicates the human experience. Kinesis Project
dance theatre strives to produce work that makes the soul dance and feet fly.

Kinesis Project dance theatre uses text, flight and narrative movement, ranging from edgy to classical, to
create dances that tell stories or deeply explore specific moments or thoughts.

Kinesis Project dance theatre is committed to pushing the boundaries of what changes space and people
by placing movement and stillness in unusual and inspiring spaces.

Kinesis Project dance theatre affirms survival over victimization. Healthy interaction between human souls
and bodies is the foundation of our existence. To that end, Kinesis Project partners with organizations that
support individuals and families that are survivors of violent crimes or domestic violence.

Works are born via collaboration within the company as well as with invited guest artists of widely varied
disciplines. Kinesis Project dance theatre creates dances intensely dependent on the joint discoveries of
collaborator and performer. Exploring topics of human relationships, struggles and joys, Kinesis Project
dance theatre is based on the philosophy of a constant beginning. With every movement there is a minute
change that influences the dancer, in every moment an invaluable lesson learned, especially in the
laughter.

whoweare even begun. Judson Memorial Church has such an
search enormous, tranquil and beautiful space to dance in, and

the setting was entirely appropriate for this expressive
piece. This dance took a dive into the various emotions
of a bride and groom. They dealt with having to face
that inner battle during those extreme moments before
your wedding day. These dancers expressed doubt,
perplexity, loneliness, and most of all, emptiness.

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As the lights dimmed, there was an unexpected greeting
from a bride on the staircase to the left of the audience.

She came around to all sides of the audience and “Pressing Emoty”

thanked us for being there for her since she was very
nervous and could use the support. She made the part
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believable: it was her wedding day, and she of course had a lot on her mind. At one point, she
was even asking the audience members if her dress was buttoned in the back all right. She went
to the point of sitting on audience members’ laps and giving hugs as she thanked individuals for
being there. She was captivating, sometimes comical, and very charming.

The bride walked back towards the dance floor, and suddenly she was very anxious. The lights
dimmed, and about a dozen more brides and a couple grooms entered the dance floor. They
walked solemnly and slowly, either dressed in under garments, slips, or a thin white or off white
dress. The dancers looked nervously around them with a sense of vagueness and hesitation.
Couples started to dance together to Ingrid Michelson’s song “Giving Up” using light
partnering. There was gentleness to the movement, including small lifts with the dancers’ knees
tucked up underneath them as they were being moved from one side of another dancer to the
other. There were small lunges and legs in attitude tilting front and back. There was fluidity in
the movement quality, and a great connection between the dancers as you heard the lyrics in the
background singing “I am giving up.”

Another part of the dance included a
definite state of panic between the brides
and grooms. There was a lot of sliding to
the floor and pushing themselves around,
ending in the fetal position or sitting
with their head down in despair. There
were many glances towards their hands
symbolizing the feeling of a ring being
there, doubtful of whether or not it
should be there perhaps. They would
clasp their own hands together with
tension just to let go again and fall to the
floor. A duet was then danced to a song
called “Fidelity” by Regina Spektor, and
these dancers portrayed extreme
discomfort with whatever last minute
thoughts were consuming their minds.
There were a lot of hands running

through hair in distress, and throwing themselves to the floor after what looked like nausea and
uneasiness.

The brides were then huddled together, moving forward as a group and one by one a single
bride would try to break free, just to be swiftly caught and brought back into the huddle. There
was no escaping the situation and the fight to break away was impossible. Friends would try to
put the bridal gown on individual brides, and the more they were being helped to get dressed
and ready for this big occasion, the more they rebelled and tried to get away from it all. The
many brides came forward to the audience and started talking to us all at once, even though the
sense was more that they were talking to themselves. They expressed bits and pieces of
information about rescheduling, it being too important to sleep through, or missed emails.

There was an interesting duet between
one bride and a groom that was danced
as another groom talked about positive
and negative aspects of marriage or the
relationship. As he would say phrases
like “flowers for no reason,” or
“breakfast in bed,” there would be a
beautiful lift in arabesque or a leap into
his arms. As he was say negative aspects
like “dirty socks on the floor” or “being
late for dinner” the bride would be
dropped to the floor and she would slide
and struggle to get up. He emphasized
the words “miscommunication”
in-between almost every set of words. It

was a vivid contrast using the “Pressing Empty Zoe"

culmination of words, movement, and
emotion.

The piece concluded with a freer atmosphere, as one dancer did a waltz on her own about the
stage, with small jumps and airy turns in-between. As she continued to move across the dance
floor, some brides and grooms partially undressed as if they were giving in to their thoughts and



decided not to go through with a marriage they don’t feel is going to work. However, a handful
of brides lined up in the back, holding their elbows as if holding flowers, and were facing this
doubtful situation nonetheless.

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Biographies

Kinesis Project Melissa Riker began creating work as Kinesis Project in 2001. The company premiered in
DanceNow’s performance response to September 11, 2001, Courage. Since that time the company has
grown steadily from a pick-up company to a stable cast of five core dancers. The company had its first New
York City season at the West End Theatre in Fall 2005, a development season at Manhattan Theatre
Source in July 2006, Spring 2007 season at Merce Cunningham Studio, the Philly Fringe Festival, Winter
2010 at Judson Memorial Church, yearly development performances at Manhattan Theatre Source, Annual
park performances in Battery Park NYC and curates and produces Women In Motion for the Estrogenius
Festival.

In 2006 and 2008 Kinesis Project dance theatre received a Puffin Foundation Grant for the project entitled
Community Movements to be produced and created by Kinesis Project and performed by interested
volunteers from specific communities. The process and performance focuses on expression and
connecting movement to surviving violent crime and domestic abuse as individuals and as a community.

Kinesis Project dance theatre has been produced by such venues or producing organizations as, 3LD
Performance and Technology Center, New Georges, Manhattan Theatre Source, Six Figures Theatre
Company, Dixon Place, Chashama, DanceNow Festival, American Dance Guild Philly Fringe, and many
more.

Work has been commissioned for either the stage or outdoor venues/site specific works by Fran Kirmser,
NYU Womyn’s Center, Cirque Boom, Kalogris Sculpture Garden, Save The Gardens, Brooklyn Waterfront
Festival, Sara Juli and Manhattan Theatre Source.

Melissa Riker (Choreographer, Artistic Director) is a freelance modern dancer, aerialist, choreographer
and the Director of Kinesis Project dance theatre.

Dancing and making dances in New York City since 1996, Ms. Riker has performed on stages of all sizes
and celebrity nationally and internationally. She has danced in companies that excel in modern dance,
partnering, martial arts, circus, moving meditation and Sufi-inspired spinning. Her movement has been
called “athletic” and “serpentine,” her performances on rigging and on building roofs caused a reviewer to
exclaim, “If there is a Spidergirl, it is Melissa Riker’. The New York Times said her choreography is
“sometimes comically acrobatic, sometimes gracefully classical — Visually arresting” and an audience
member wrote that the work is “a Marx-brothers routine with soul”.

Ms. Riker has created dances for film, theatre, operas and circus. Her text work has been commissioned
and produced by multiple organizations and residencies.

Ms. Riker has been a founder of multiple collaborative arts organizations including the Movement Salon on
3™ Avenue and 17" St in NYC and Manhattan Theatre Source in the West Village of NYC. Both
organizations are now over 10 years old and going strong.

She has been a resident of the Dance Omi International Art Center as one of three American
choreographers, Earthdance, a Ford Foundation Fellow, received an artistic merit award from the
Foundation for Greater Atlanta in 2007, 08, and 09 and a Recipient of grants from the Puffin Foundation in
2006 and 2008.

Riker’s blog tracking her choreographic process, A Choreographer’s Blog, was named one of the 2010 top
50 blogs to be read by dance students, and was #1 in the “Written by Choreographers” Category.

Kinesis Project had its 2010 Season at Judson Memorial Church with the world premiere of Pressing
Empty, an evening length performance that was met with acclaim from audiences and reviewers alike.



Her most recent residency was as an extended Artist-in-Residence with West Genesee High School’s Fine
Arts Department teaching dance to the wide range of students in the West Genesee Dance Department.

Currently she is creating new work for Kinesis Project that will be seen in New York City Parks in
September 2010 and on stage in New York City in December 2010.

My Steps Towards You

is inspired by the final moments of Odysseus’ journey home to his wife, Penelope. The choreography
combines grounded and dynamic power with intense stillness as used within martial arts techniques. This
piece fluidly moves between duets, solos and group pieces in a condensed version of a ten year trek that in
2005 could happen in one day.

Leaving for work in the morning, Odysseus is dapper and calm. As his environment unravels, so does he.
In a physicalized Greek “chorus” guest martial artists of varying backgrounds and techniques dive, vault and
attack Odysseus, Penelope and one another.

In an age where one could peacefully leave for work in the morning, but find the world crumbling by
10:30am -- the fight for the way home, and appreciating what solace it can bring, becomes a part of survival
and existence.
